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Abstract

The prefigurative culture is booming in the present society, and classroom teaching is deeply in-
fluenced in this era background, which is specifically characterized by the decline of teachers’ know-
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ledge authority, the promotion of students’ subjectivity and the widening of the intergenerational
gap between teachers and students. The art of teaching blank space, as a kind of teaching behavior
of combining virtuality with reality, a kind of relaxation teaching strategy and a kind of teaching
wisdom that silence speaks louder than sound, has the function of safeguarding teachers’ know-
ledge authority and expanding teachers’ knowledge reserve ; stimulate students’ desire for know-
ledge and respect students’ subject position; narrowing the cultural differences between teachers
and students and leveling the intergenerational gap between teachers and students. However, the
artistic value of teaching blank space needs certain skills. First, leave blank space tactfully to de-
fend teachers’ knowledge authority; Second, knowledge is left blank, highlighting students’ domi-
nant position; The third is to fill in the blanks in time and enhance the intergenerational relation-
ship between teachers and students.
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
