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Abstract

In order to explore how the cost sharing mechanism of higher vocational education can better
serve the improvement of the quality, efficiency and fairness of higher vocational education, this
paper studied the current situation and existing problems of higher vocational education in China,
and discussed how to improve the efficiency of education through resource sharing, school-
enterprise cooperation and integration of industry and education. The results show that the co-
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operation and resource sharing with other higher education institutions and secondary vocational
schools can greatly reduce the duplication of investment and improve the utilization rate of re-
sources. Meanwhile, school-enterprise cooperation and the integration of industry and education
are also effective methods to reduce the cost of higher vocational education and improve the edu-
cation effect. Therefore, it is suggested that higher vocational colleges further deepen cooperation
and resource sharing, formulate reasonable financial strategies, and actively strive for more social
support in order to promote the continuous improvement of quality and efficiency of higher voca-
tional education.
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
