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Abstract

Phonics is a teaching method widely used in English teaching, which aims to help students estab-
lish the relationship between letters and sounds, so that they can better master the pronunciation
and spelling of English words. This method has achieved remarkable success in many primary and
early childhood English teachings, but it is not widely used in junior high school. The purpose of
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this paper is to explore the application of phonics on junior middle school English vocabulary
spelling teaching, in order to provide new teaching ideas and methods for improving the English
vocabulary learning effect of junior middle school students.
