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Abstract

To investigate impact factors of the new generation of migrant workers’ well-being, 175 migrant
workers were surveyed by multiple happiness questionnaire (MHQ) and self-developed ques-
tionnaire of impact factors to investigate the status of well-being and impact factors. The results
showed that: 1) the level of the new generation of migrant workers’ well-being is not high; 2) the
demographic variables such as gender, age, marriage, and income have influenced the new gener-
ation of migrant workers’ well-being significantly; 3) both the identity of farmer and the willing-
ness to change farmer identity have influenced the new generation of migrant workers’ well- be-
ing significantly.
