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Abstract

Giving, as an important behavior for developing and maintaining intimate relationships, is widely
present in daily life. Most researchers have focused on the relationship between lovers in intimate
relationships, but friendships and parent-child relationships in intimate relationships also de-
serve attention. In this paper, we focus on the causes of parents’ giving behaviors to their children
and the effects of giving behaviors on parent-child relationship satisfaction. It is found that differ-

ent giving motives and shared orientations have opposite effects on relationship satisfaction, with
active giving promoting relationship satisfaction and passive giving undermining it. The current
study focuses on parents’ giving and satisfaction in parent-child relationships, and future research
can be conducted to investigate children’s perceptions and feelings about parental giving and to
investigate two-way relationships between parents and children.
