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Abstract

The study aims to understand the academic acculturation of Chinese students in South Korea, and
to explore their experience in such adaptation through the approach of qualitative research ac-
cording to the unique characteristics of different students. To this end, the paper conducted a qua-
litative case study on eight overseas Chinese undergraduates at S University in Seoul, with the
method of in-depth interviews for information collection. At last, the results of the analysis were
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clarified into four major themes: educational and cultural and changes, language barriers, psy-
chological difficulties, and new interpersonal relationships. The research provides a reliable frame
for understanding the differences between Chinese and Korean education, as well as the funda-
mentals for overseas students’ adaptation to a foreign culture and academic life. Besides, it presents
a good reference for developing relevant countermeasures and programs to help future overseas
college students in their adaptation in South Korea.
