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Abstract

A historical review of the party’s strategies and objectives for solving the problems concerning
agriculture, rural areas and farmers can be divided into three periods: one is to solve the problem
of people’s food and clothing in the early days of the founding of the People’s Republic of China;
Second, agriculture supported industry in the reform and opening up industrialization period;
Third, in the late industrialization of the early stage of modernization industry fed agriculture.
Since the 18th National Congress of the Communist Party of China (CPC), the party has given top
priority to issues concerning agriculture, rural areas and farmers. Among them, “targeted poverty
alleviation, targeted poverty alleviation and rural revitalization” is the major achievement of the
theoretical and practical innovation of the new generation of collective leadership in solving the
problems of “agriculture, rural areas and farmers”.
