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Abstract

The cultivation of the core quality of the English subject is the embodiment of the humanity of the
English subject, which can be acquired by the students in their study and practice; therefore, it is
of great significance to explore the teaching activities of English units in vocational schools based
on the task-based teaching approach in order to permeate the core competencies of English sub-
ject.
