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Abstract

Since the implementation of the new English curriculum for senior high school, the problem of
“cramming” teaching by teachers has been improved to some extent, and the classroom has shifted
from mechanical lecturing to progressive activities, providing students with more opportunities to
participate and experience. However, there are still problems of superficiality, one-sidedness, and
fragmentation in English classes, and teachers ignore the cultivation of students’ overall thinking
and independent thinking abilities. The proposal of unit-based teaching provides a new perspec-
tive for solving these problems and cultivating students’ thinking qualities and core literacy. The
author attempts to construct the relationship between unit-based teaching and the implementa-
tion of the new curriculum by sorting out the connotations of English learning activity view and
unit-based teaching, exploring the design of unit-based teaching oriented towards English learn-
ing activity view, leading with large unit themes, intervening in real situations and tasks in unit
teaching design, reflecting the relevance, progression, and development of activities, promoting
deep learning of students, and realizing the educational value of English subject.
