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Abstract

In order to implement the educational concept of “moral education”, secondary vocational schools
have started a teaching reform centered on “core literacy”. As the foundation of vocational educa-
tion, secondary vocational students must have the core professional qualities of personality and
psychological capital necessary for a certain profession. Based on the framework of “Chinese Stu-
dent Development Core Literacy”, the article combs the core literacy research, analyzes the con-
notation of the core literacy of secondary vocational students, and explores the current situation
of the promotion of secondary vocational curriculum reform based on core literacy training and
the three cores of secondary vocational teaching research: curriculum, teaching, evaluation; under
this perspective, the future development trend of secondary vocational school education will use
curriculum and classroom as the carrier of core literacy, and realize the transformation to “the
mode of education” and focus on classroom teaching.
