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Abstract

Taking 2020 Tokyo Olympic Games and 2022 Beijing Winter Olympic Games as the background, and
taking readers of five mainstream English media including China Daily, CGTN, and The Economist as
research subjects, this paper discusses the relationship between the mainstream English newspa-
per and readers. The research shows that readers have a certain degree of critical ability when read-
ing mainstream English newspapers and periodicals, but readers are still affected by them in read-
ing preferences, reading motivation, and reading psychology. Readers’ reading attributes are closely
related to the style, content, and nationalities of the newspaper and periodicals. Based on data com-
parison and relevant literature and content analysis, this paper puts forward suggestions for do-
mestic journals and readers.
