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Abstract

This paper reviews the new book A Comparative Study of Textual and Pragmatic Functions of Re-
ported Speeches in Chinese and English Newspapers (Xin Bin, Gao Xiaoli 2019) after a brief review of
the origins and research tasks of Critical Discourse Analysis (CDA). The review is carried out from
three aspects: 1) Borrowing from other theories in CDA; 2) The combination of qualitative analysis
and quantitative analysis; 3) The significance of English teaching and learning. Finally, it is pointed
out that the future development of CDA is bound to be a multidisciplinary, cross-cultural,
cross-border and cross-linguistic perspective.
