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Abstract

The interlingual discourse practice of major country diplomacy discourse with Chinese characte-
ristics is an important part of the communication between China and the international community.
This paper holds that the style of Chinese leaders in diplomatic discourse practice not only
represents the leader’s personal speech style, but also reflects discursive strategies used in in-
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ter-lingual discourse practice. By analyzing the argumentative strategies, discourse representa-
tive strategies and intertextuality embodied in President Xi Jinping’s keynote speech Building a
Community with a Shared Future for Humanity delivered at the United Nations general assembly in
Geneva, this paper discusses the discursive strategies in major country diplomacy discourse with
Chinese characteristics from a micro linguistic perspective.
