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Abstract

The present research applies schemata proposed in genre-based teaching in English majors’ gen-
eral English writing and puts forward specific teaching practice. In sample analysis, teachers
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should enhance students’ linguistic schemata and build their discourse schemata. In teach-
er-student joint consultation, teachers should try to consolidate students’ formal schemata of dis-
course, enrich their content schemata and rhetoric schemata. In independent writing, compre-
hensive writing feedback evaluation should be built for enhancing students’ discourse schemata
and rhetoric schemata.
