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Abstract

Names are an important part of human language. They reflect rich implications and social infor-
mation, showing extremely profound sociality. A name usually consists of two parts, the last name
and the first name. The last names will not change because of social development, while the first
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names are usually affected by social development and geographical factors. Therefore, this paper
does not study last names, but focuses on first names. Names in different times reflect the influ-
ence of society on language. However, there are few studies comparing names of different genera-
tions, let alone comparative studies of names of post-80s and post-00s. This paper takes the names
of people born after 2000 and 1980 in Pudong New Area of Shanghai city as the research object,
makes statistics and analysis of the collected corpus, and uses relevant linguistic theories to ana-
lyze and explain, which has great research value. This paper can also provide some help for par-
ents in naming their children. At the same time, this study will contribute to a better understand-
ing of the relationship between society and language.
