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Abstract

The linguistic signals are auditory in nature, having the characteristics of linearity. This linear
feature is realized as a syntagmatic relation in phonlogical, morphological and syntactic structures.
In semantic level, it is realized as the linear sequence of time, space and different kinds of logic.
From a cognitive perspective, these linear features demonstrate the ways that language users’
understanding and construal of the world experience, particularly from the perspective of promi-
nence and closeness principle.
