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Abstract

Commentary adverb “He Ku” can be prosodically independent, and cannot be used as a modifier of
verb or adjective predicate but as a sentence or predicate alone. When “He Ku” is used alone, there
are certain differences and connections in syntax and semantics. When it is used alone, “He Ku”
will become a pragmatic marker; When the predicate is used, the meaning will shift from the func-
tion of semantic expression due to the self-sufficiency materialization, resulting in the emergence
of the meaning of the context. From the perspective of antithetical grammar, we re-examine the
exclusive use of the adverb “He Ku”, and find that both single sentence and predicate are descrip-
tions of topics, which also shows that Chinese is a “topic explanation” language.
