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Abstract

“Chi” is used with high frequency in modern Chinese, which can be followed by a variety of objects that
play different semantic roles to form the verb-object collocation. Besides the prototype meaning, the
verb “chi” is endowed with extended meanings, and the following “NP” can refer not only to food, but
also to place, tool, source, etc. Hence, the unconventional structure of “chi + NP” is generated. On the
basis of metaphor and metonymy, this thesis systematically analyzes the generation of various se-
mantic meanings of “chi”, and classifies the semantic roles of “NP”, indicating that the “NP” is influ-
enced by “chi” which with different meanings. In addition, this thesis makes a comparative analy-
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sis between “chi + NP” and “eat + NP”, so as to acquire a systematic and profound comprehension
of “chi + NP”.
