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Abstract

found that mainstream media has four main pragmatic identities: information carrier, mass service
provider, public opinion guide and spiritual companion. In the new media environment, mainstream
media should recognize its communication advantages, innovate in reporting methods and dis-
course systems, and constantly improve its influence by constructing diversified pragmatic identi-
ties to achieve communicative goals.
