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Abstract

Based on the framework of Discursive News Values Analysis (DNVA), with UAM corpus tool, this
paper conducts a comparative analysis of news values of the English news reports on the Russian
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doping scandals from three representative Chinese and Western media, which are extracted from
Factiva database, with the aim to explore the constructed news values and their linguistic re-
sources to reveal the implied ideologies of Chinese media and Western media.
