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Abstract

Yellow Hydrangea is an excellent vernacular feminist novel in the late Qing Dynasty. Previous stu-
dies on Yellow Hydrangea have mostly focused on the literary perspective, exploring who the au-
thor is and the theme of women'’s liberation. No scholars have analyzed the phenomenon of ad-
dress terms in different contexts from the perspective of pragmatics. From the perspective of
pragmatics and under the guidance of pragmatic principles, this paper analyzes the phenomenon
of address terms in the closed corpus of the novel. This paper summarizes the concept, research
background and research significance of address terms, and then, starting from the text of Yellow
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Hydrangea, focuses on the specific embodiment of pragmatic principles in Yellow Hydrangea and
the influence of different factors on it, respectively discusses and illustrates from the perspective
of different principles and factors, and finally makes a brief summary of the address terms in Yel-
low Hydrangea. This paper analyzes the external expression of identity status in the creation of
vernacular novels in the late Qing Dynasty.
