Abstract

As the political speech text, the NYGM is an important part of a country’s internal and foreign af-
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fairs, cultural discourse, as well as an important text to build a national image and highlight the
international discourse power. Starting from the interpersonal meaning of system functional gram-
mar, this paper analyzes the similarities and differences between the ways of realizing interper-
sonal function in Chinese NYGM’s English versions from 2016 to 2023. This paper focuses on the
aspects of mood system, modality and person. Through the analysis, the construction of China’s
national image and value identity are clearer, and further discussions are put forward for better
international communication.
