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Abstract

In criminal civil cross disciplinary cases, the principle of “punishment before the people” is advo-
cated, but the protection of civil rights is not highly valued, especially the property rights of
stakeholders. The confiscation procedure of illegal gains, one of the property disposal systems in-
volved in the case, is one of the main measures to protect the interests of victims and the country,
but there is still a lack of protection for the rights of stakeholders related to the property involved.
There is also room for improvement in the protection of the rights of creditors who can be one of
the stakeholders in the process of confiscation of illegal gains, and their rights and interests are
effectively protected. Through the introduction of relevant background and analysis of existing
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problems, we will further improve the protection of creditors’ rights and interests in the proce-
dure of confiscation of illegal income, fill in the gaps and effectively protect creditors’ legitimate
rights and interests.
