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Abstract

In this paper, we conducted an empirical study on government trust in terms of political capital
and social capital, using data from the 2017 China Social Situation Comprehensive Survey (CSS).
Among them, political capital includes three variables: national identity, political participation, and
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government authority, and social capital include two aspects: interpersonal trust and social inte-
raction. The findings show that three variables, national identity, political participation, and gov-
ernment authorities, are positively correlated with government confidence, with national identity
having the greatest impact. Two variables, interpersonal trust and social interaction, are also po-
sitively correlated with government trust.
