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Abstract

Under the environment of the ongoing new crown pneumonia epidemic and the slow recovery of
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the world economy, it is an arduous task to continue to comprehensively promote rural revitaliza-
tion under the premise of developing China’s economic and social tasks. The new format and new
model that supports the integration of online and offline is an important breakthrough in economic
transformation and promoting reform and innovation, and the stall economy is one of the economic
measures advocated by the state to solve some employment problems in the post-epidemic era.
Under the background of the rapid development of digital economy, the advantages and disadvan-
tages of developing street stall economy coexist. Through questionnaire survey, the basic situation
of the development of the stall economy in G County of Shanxi Province was studied, and the con-
clusion was obtained that functionality and the digitality of the digital platform were insufficient
combination with stall economy. In view of the existing problems in the operation of the stall econ-
omy, specific suggestions are put forward for the digital platform to promote the micro-innovation
of the stall economy to empower rural revitalization based on the application of the digital plat-
form.
