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Abstract

President Xi emphasized that nation to revive, the countryside will revive. After the victory in the
battle against poverty, we will comprehensively promote rural revitalization, which is a historic
shift in the work related to agriculture, rural areas and farmers. As the main body of rural revita-
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lization, farmers are of great significance to the promotion of rural revitalization, and farmers’ life
satisfaction is also a measure of rural revitalization. Based on the data of CSS2021, this paper
conducted an empirical analysis on the factors influencing farmers’ life satisfaction from the pers-
pective of social economy. The research finds that political status, total family income, current
personal cognition of social and economic status have significant positive effects on life satisfac-
tion. Finally, some suggestions are put forward according to the research results.
