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Abstract

After Marx’s death, Engels went from behind the scenes to the stage, and took on the task of guid-
ing the international communist movement alone. In the face of the changes of economic structure
caused by the industrial revolution in the capitalist world, the transformation of capitalism from
the stage of free competition to the stage of monopoly and the improvement of the living condi-
tions of the working class, Engels in his later years made a detailed investigation and analysis.
Based on the analysis of the economic situation of the continent of Europe, he dug out the socialist
factors contained in the new thing of joint-stock system, and called on the proletariat to adopt dif-
ferent revolutionary strategies according to different historical stages, so as to further develop the
theory of “two inevitabilities” and “two impossibilities”. These new understandings have brought
great enlightenment for China in the new era in promoting socialist economic construction, ad-
hering to the people’s main position and improving the path of communism.
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
