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Abstract

Although people’s mentality is affected and restricted by social life and social existence, it plays an
important role in the development of society. Marxism holds that the development of human so-
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ciety is different from the pure objective material movement of nature, and its development is the
result of the interaction between the whole social consciousness, including the social mentality,
and the economy, politics, culture and other aspects. Social mentality is an important force of so-
cial development. This was the case in female education in the central Soviet Area. The process of
female education carried out by CPC in the central Soviet Area was also the process of female psy-
chological acceptance and identification. With the development of women’s education in the cen-
tral Soviet Area, women’s mentality also changed. This thesis takes women in the central Soviet
area as the main body, analyzes the changes and causes of women’s educational mentality in the
central Soviet Area, and accumulates rich experience for cultivating women'’s positive educational
mentality in the new period.
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
