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Abstract

The explosive development of network technology, on the one hand, expands the space of network
public opinion in colleges and universities, and on the other hand, has a profound impact on the
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ideological education of college students in the information age. At present, college students are
living in an environment of “mimic information” created by media information, and they will fall
into “public opinion whirlpool” if they are not careful. Therefore, the Marxist news view and the
concept of online public opinion in colleges and universities are defined. Guided by the Marxist
news view, the characteristics and existing problems of online public opinion in colleges and uni-
versities are elaborated. In order to promote the harmonious, stable and healthy development of
university campus, this paper puts forward the countermeasures of university’s network public
opinion from three aspects: perfecting the detection and early warning mechanism of university’s
network public opinion, improving the attention to the guidance of university’s network public opi-
nion and strengthening the media literacy education of students.
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
