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Abstract

Hegel’s philosophy contains the structure and nature of “self-reflexivity”, which runs through it
from ontology to dialectics. Starting from the “absolute idea” as the unity of substance and subject,
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Hegel’s philosophy has formed a closed-loop form of “the purpose is the beginning”, and this on-
tology with teleological significance is precisely completed under the drive of the “reflexivity” of
the negation of negation of his dialectics. This special “self-reflexivity” structure and nature pro-
vide us with a new way of thinking and perspective to look at the development and evolution of
the relationship between human and nature. The transformation process of the three stages also
contains a meaning of “self-reflexivity”, extending from this, the idea of returning to oneself also
provides a new direction for looking at the development trend of things.
