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Abstract

Marx and Engels developed anti-poverty theory by analyzing their eras. This theory reveals that
the root cause of proletarian poverty is the capitalist system itself, and calls on the proletariat to
eliminate the capitalist system, so as to liberate themselves and finally achieve common prosperi-
ty.
