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Abstract

Machiavelli was a famous European statesman and philosopher in the sixteenth century, known
as the “father of modern political science”, and his famous masterpieces include The Prince, On
the History of Levy’'s Rome, and On the Art of War. Among them, the idea of “political immorality”
put forward in the The Prince was called “Machiavellianism” by later generations. With the con-
