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Abstract

Confucius and Marx are two important thinkers who affect the development of Chinese society. The
ideal personality “gentleman” advocated by Confucius and the communist society “free man” de-
scribed by Marx have their profound social background. Although the two produce different time
and space, there are differences in the educational purpose and realization path of “gentleman”
and “free man”. However, both of them pay full attention to the role of human and emphasize the
