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Abstract

The only purpose of capital is to multiply itself in the movement. Capital will not stop its steps to
make profits. On the contrary, in order to obtain more and greater interests, it will do everything,
and the power of capital will increase accordingly. Under the exposition of Economic and Philo-
sophic Manuscripts of 1844, Marx thought that capitalism’s ruling over society was dual in nature,
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thus launching the double criticism of classical political economy and modern metaphysics. Marx
believed that capital was a kind of power over other people’s labor and products. In a sense, capi-
tal itself is a kind of power. By exploring the deep connotation of capital and capital power, we
grasp the theoretical basis of capital power criticism. Through discussing the main content of
Marx’s criticism of capital power, we can profoundly understand the necessity to abolish capitalist
power. Abolishing private property under capitalist production and the practice of communism
will inevitably be the realistic path forward.
