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Abstract

The view of freedom is the core content of Sartre’s theory logic. In Sartre’s view, freedom is a ne-
cessary condition for man to transcend himself. In other words, only when man is free first can he
constantly realize his essence in transcendence. But the freedom that Sartre understood is abso-
lute freedom. Absolute freedom is the internal dilemma of Sartre’s theoretical logic. On the one
hand, although freedom is associated with human reality, it is essentially a kind of freedom of will
at the transcendental level. On the other hand, there is a conflict between individual freedom and
the freedom of others, which means that the realization of individual freedom always has an im-
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pact on the realization of the freedom of others, even at the expense of the freedom of others. That
is to say, the contradiction between the reality of human existence and the subjectivity of freedom,
individual freedom and others, absolute freedom and absolute responsibility makes the self-con-
sistency of Sartre’s human logic questioned.
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
