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Abstract
In recent years, the entertainment of China’s popular culture has been excessively elevated, nou-
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rishing the phenomenon of pan-entertainment, which has seriously affected the healthy develop-
ment of popular culture, so dispelling the phenomenon of pan-entertainment and promoting the
return of cultural values, it is an integral part of the theme of building a socialist cultural power.
Adorno’s critical theory of cultural industry profoundly reveals the essence of the bourgeoisie’s
subtle manipulation of the people’s ideological will to achieve the purpose of maintaining rule, as
well as the alienation of people’s personality and thought in a repressed atmosphere. It warns of
the important significance of the ideological orientation of mass culture in our country. On the basis
of fully analyzing the negative effects and realistic representation of pan-entertainment phenome-
non, this study expounds the main viewpoints and contents of Adorno’s critical theory of cultural
industry, which is intended to distinguish the similarities and differences between pan-entertainment
phenomenon and cultural industry. Furthermore, there is a more clear answer to what should be
adhered to, what to correct and how to correct the cultural construction of our country, and on
this basis, the resolution path of pan-entertainment in this study is put forward.
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
