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Abstract

Moral issues are of great importance to human society. In 1889, Brentano gave a lecture at the
Vienna Law Society on the subject, which dealt with the characteristics of morality, the nature of
morality, how morality arises in human consciousness, and the content of morality. This article
takes one of the core issues in this speech, which is an important issue in Brentano’s descriptive
psychology, and this issue is how morality as a psychological activity is generated in human con-
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sciousness. At the same time, this paper uses Husserl’s concept of “givenness” to further explain it,
so as to further understand the moral problem and Brentano’s thought of transcendental
epistemology.
