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Abstract

Rousseau’s naturalistic aesthetic education reflects the spirit of the age of enlightenment. He ad-
vocates “nature” and emphasizes that only through naturalistic aesthetic education can cultivate a
“natural person” with pure heart and simple emotion, and the true nature of humanity can be tru-
ly restored. This paper first reveals the basic connotation of Rousseau’s naturalistic aesthetic
education view, then points out the relationship between Rousseau’s aesthetic education view and
political philosophy, and finally discusses the pluralistic content of naturalism. It can be seen that
Rousseau’s naturalistic aesthetic education thought is unique and diversified and corresponds to
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his political ideas, which can promote the all-round development of human beings and solve some
problems in society fundamentally, and has a profound impact on ecological aesthetic education
guided by ecological philosophy. Therefore, the profound interpretation of Rousseau’s naturalistic
aesthetic education concept has a very prominent value of the times.
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
