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Abstract

This thesis explores the complex and close interaction among power, ideology and social control
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in contemporary society, and pays special attention to the impact of Marxist psychology on ideol-
ogy and power. First of all, the basic principles and concepts of the Marxist spiritual concept are
elaborated in detail, including core principles such as materialism foundation, historical mate-
rialism, and social practice determination. Secondly, this article analyzes the characteristics and
functions of Marxist ideology, and emphasizes its important role in the reflection of different class
consciousness and thinking in class society, the explanation of social reality and the tools of social
control.
