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Abstract

In The German Ideology, Marx and Engels, for the first time, inherited and discarded the world
history theories of philosophers such as Vico, Kant and Hegel. They systematically constructed a
rich and rigorous theory of world history, which elaborates that the premise of the theory is “real
human beings”, and its motivating factors are production, communication and division of labour,
with production playing a decisive role. The formation of a world market is seen as a significant
marker. The essential requirement is the liberation of the proletariat and all of humanity. The fu-
ture trend is a communist revolution led by the proletariat, leading to the ultimate form of the so-
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ciety—a communist society. This theoretical system formed a scientific framework. In the new era,
the study of Marx’s theory of world history holds important value and significance for China’s con-
tinuous opening-up, the construction of a community with a shared future for mankind, and the
creation of new forms of human civilization.
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
