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Abstract

As the first person in civil society theory in the modern sense, Hegel clearly separated civil society
from the state through the analysis of traditional civil society theory, and this was fully developed
and embodied in his “Principles of Legal Philosophy.” Through his critical inheritance of Hegel’s
theory of civil society, Marx gradually surpassed Hegel and formed a theory of civil society with
materialist dialectics. Revisiting Marx’s theory of civil society and deepening our understanding of
the relationship between the state and society is of great practical significance for guiding us to
further strengthen social construction.
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
