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Abstract

The concept of “practice” is the basic concept in the whole ideological system of Marxism. Marx’s
interpretation of the concept of “practice” is not invented out of thin air, but is conceived on the
basis of critically inheriting the rich interpretation of the concept of “practice” from predecessors.
