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Abstract

The core issue of the German question is not merely a problem specific to Germany. It lies not in
the critique of the current reality or the critique of institutions, but rather in the critique of
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philosophy. The most fundamental form of liberation is total liberation, not reform in a partial
sense. To truly bring about a change in reality, it is necessary to pull people away from the old
feudal system and confront the present. This is why Marx critiques the German system. His cri-
tique aims to encourage individuals to focus on themselves, rather than remain trapped in the
illusions of the old society. Marx critiques the reality of Germany and outlines the historical mis-
sion of the proletariat, thus providing a clear direction for Germany’s liberation. This paper, using
the German reality as a starting point, explores Marx’s theory of “human liberation” as presented
in the “Introduction”, focusing on the foundational conditions, spiritual impetus, and fundamen-
tal path to achieving this liberation.
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
