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Abstract

The fundamental spirit of Chinese philosophy, whether Confucianism, Taoism or Buddhism, is al-
ways based on the personal experience of the limited existence of life, and then reflects on how hu-
man life becomes limited, and tries to open up the possible path from limited to infinite through
spiritual cultivation and moral practice. The philosophy of Laozi, whose virtual and mysterious Dao
theory is implemented in the real life level, breeds a philosophy of life with high emotion, far mean-
ing and transparency, and the core of its philosophy is the View of Life in Laozi. Laozi loves life, re-
birth but not greedy for life, whole life, immortality but not evil death, advocates the integration of
life and death, and is full of endless exploration of death and immortality.
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
