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Abstract

Labor alienation, psychoanalysis and liberation of Eros are the philosophical core of Marcuse’s so-
cial critical theory. Marcuse comprehensively inherited and innovatively explained Marx’s labor al-
ienation theory and Freud’s psychoanalytic route, laid a Biopsychological foundation for historical
materialism, and endowed the unconscious theory with the color of political revolution. Marcuse’s
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philosophical exploration strives to break through the shackles of the “one-dimensional” order of
modern capitalism, promote the liberation of human beings to appeal to individual freedom, focus
on the technology control and consumerism criticism of the developed industrial society, and put
forward the theory of sexual liberation from repressive civilization to non-repressive civilization.
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
