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Abstract

As a scholar who specialized in the study of philosophy of language in Chinese history, Gongsun
Long’s work “The Gongsun Longzi” has an important place in the field of linguistic logic. From the
perspective of traditional formal logic, pre-Qin China may not be prominent in this field, but if ob-
served from the semiotic and modern linguistic perspective, pre-Qin China will undoubtedly show
a profound tradition of semantic thinking. During the pre-Qin period, hundreds of scholars such as
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Confucius, Mozi, Xunzi, and Gongsun Long were mostly involved in the study of semantics in their
discussion of the question of name truth. In particular, Gongsun Long made systematic logical argu-
ments about things and his allegations in relation to name and fact, and his discussion of semantic
thinking reached a considerable height, marking an important driving force in the development of
semantic thought in pre-Qin.
