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Abstract

In the history of the development of Marxism, “The German Ideology” marks the milestone of the
basic formation of Marxist historical materialism and the establishment of Marxist philosophy. Marx
and Engels systematically expounded historical materialism for the first time, proposed that history
should be examined from the production activities and material living conditions of real individuals,
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analyzed and criticized idealist historiography, and on this basis, expounded the historical materi-
alist view with “real individuals” as the subject, revealing the fundamental difference between his-
torical materialism and idealist historiography. This paper starts with the basic connotation of “real
individuals” and analyzes Marx’s concept of “real individuals” from three dimensions under the per-
spective of historical materialism. It also expounds on its value implications for the contemporary
era.
