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Abstract

Marxism is the theoretical foundation for people to understand and transform the world. With its
distinctive contemporaneity and scientific nature, it provides guidance for the development of
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traditional culture. The integration of the fundamental principles of Marxism with China’s outstand-
ing traditional culture is a major topic of significant contemporary, theoretical, and practical im-
portance.
