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Abstract

Marx’s Economic and Philosophic Manuscripts of 1844 contains profound ecological insights. By crit-
ically integrating the ecological perspectives of Hegel and Feuerbach, Marx conducted an in-depth
analysis of the symbiotic relationship between humans and nature, the root causes of ecological
crises, and potential countermeasures. Marx’s ecological thought is of paramount importance to the
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construction of ecological civilization in China, and exploring its theoretical connotations can sig-
nificantly contribute to this endeavor. The Manuscripts emphasize the concept of a harmonious co-
existence between humans and nature, necessitating that we respect, adapt to, and protect nature.
Thus, Economic and Philosophic Manuscripts of 1844 holds substantial theoretical and practical sig-
nificance for China’s ecological civilization construction and for correctly understanding the rela-
tionship between humanity and nature.
