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Abstract

The thought of the people as the subject is an important component of Marxism, profoundly embody-
ing the firm people-oriented stance of Marxism. In “The German Ideology”, Marx and Engels not only
systematically expounded the basic principles of historical materialism but also clearly pointed out
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the driving force of the historical development process. They based themselves on “real individuals”,
clarifying that “real individuals” are the logical starting point of the people as the subject, and ex-
pounded the ultimate goal and realization path of the thought of the people as the subject. On this
basis, this paper puts forward practical implications for practicing the thought of the people as the
subject. Analyzing the text of “The German Ideology” and deeply exploring the thought of the people
as the subject contained therein can provide theoretical references and practical references for the
development of socialism with Chinese characteristics in the new era.
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
